shall be permanently marked on the ship’s sides and verified
by the Recognized Organization.

3. 4 The Master must ensure that only the Load line marks for the
intended voyage are visible at any time on the ship’s hull and
all others remaining Load Line Marks are effectively
obliterated before the loading of cargo begins.

3.5 Only the Load Line Certificate in use should be displayed. All
Load Line Certificates not in use shall be placed in a sealed
envelope and locked in the Master's safe.

3. B Statutory certificates, other than the additional International
Load Line Certificate or Certificates, shall reflect only the
maximum deadweight corresponding to the ship’s assigned
freeboard.

3.7 For any change of freeboard, a surveyor from the Recognized
Organization must verify that the marks associated to the
Load Line Certificate in use are painted in and the other
marks are painted out.

3.8 In case where the surveyor is not available, the change of
load line marks and certificate may be carried out by the
Master provided that arrangements for verification at the
next port of call or by another means of verification have
been agreed with the Recognized Organization.

3.9 The Master shall make an official entry in the ship's logbook
stating the certificate in use.

3. 10 The stability booklet shall contain information relating to all
the freeboards assigned for which a Load Line Certificate has
been issued.

3.11The company's safety management system shall include
procedures to ensure that this circular is complied with.

3. 12 During annual/renewal surveys all load lines certificates
should be endorsed.
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
